Welcome to Edmonton Suzuki Piano School 2011-2012 Program! 
 
 
 

The most important part of being a Suzuki family is the willingness and commitment to devote regular time to your child 
and to work closely with the teachers and other parents in building a strong relationship for the sake of the child's 
growth and development. Upon registration with Edmonton Suzuki Piano School, parents become participating 
members of this parent-teacher organization. 
 

Edmonton Suzuki Piano School provides students monthly group classes, formal recitals twice a year, graduation recitals 
for each book level (students are presented with graduation plaques), a single Suzuki CD and repertoire book for each 
level, orientation programs and educational support for parents (courses, meetings and newsletters), and professional 
development support for teachers. ESPS also partially subsidizes two special events: the Fall Institute, a weekend event 
in November with excellent Master Teachers, and a Festival weekend in the spring featuring a non-competitive, 
adjudicated festival for our students.

THE PARENT'S ROLE: 
 

(a) Participating in an orientation program introducing the basic ideas of the Suzuki philosophy and method; 

(b) Attending each lesson with the student, taking notes, and practicing with the student at home on a daily 
basis; 

(c) Playing the recordings at home each day; 

(d) Helping create a total environment of affection, support, encouragement and understanding; 

(e) Attending an annual general meeting each year and volunteering at Suzuki events. 

 

CONDITIONS OF REGISTRATION: 
 

1) Students will receive 38 individual and 9 hours of group lessons during the term (Aug 30 - June 30). Group and 
individual lessons are important for your child's music education. It is expected that a student will attend 
both individual and group lessons. Attending group classes is a unique and integral part of the Suzuki Method 
and it enhances the learning experiences of any instrument significantly.  Failure to attend group classes 
regularly not only minimizes the optimal learning environment of your child individually, it also negatively 
impacts the entire group dynamic, team spirit, performance level and the teacher. Attendance is vital and 
expected. 

2) The length of lessons is to be determined by the teacher in discussion with the parent. 

3) The family provides payment for individual lessons to the teacher 

4) There will be a NO REFUND POLICY for registration fees. Should it be necessary to withdraw from the 
program, a written notice to the teacher 30 days in advance of the withdrawal date must be provided and a 
forfeit of one month's tuition fees. 

5) If the student is absent from a lesson, there is NO REFUND for that missed lesson. If a teacher cancels a lesson, 
then he/she has the option of making it up at a later time or arranging for a refund. 

6) Due to the high demand for teachers at ESPS, families must ensure that their registration is received by the 
deadline of May 15, 2011 in order to confirm their lesson space.  Teachers are not obligated to save a lesson 
space if a returning family has not registered by May 15, 2011. After that date, teachers have the option of 
reallocating available lesson spaces to new families.
